The Bangor State Fair reserves the right to not pay premiums in any category listed in this book if the
breeder/exhibitor is not pre-registered and/or his/her animals are not stabled on the fairgrounds.

All livestock exhibitors and draft animal competitors must submit a certificate of insurance indicating
minimum liability coverage of $250,000.00 bodily injury and $250,000.00 property damage per
occurrence. The certificate must also name the Bangor State Fair/City of Bangor as an additional
insured. No entry will be deemed complete without proper insurance coverage. Exhibitors
must furnish stall dividers.

ALL PARTICIPANTS MUST REMOVE THEIR VEHICLES FROM THE
AGRICULTURAL AREA BY 1:30 PM ON WEEKDAYS and 11:30 AM ON SATURDAY AND SUNDAY.
THIS WILL BE STRICTLY ENFORCED.

NOTE TO ALL LIVESTOCK EXHIBITORS

The Bangor State Fair will not pay premiums on and will not allow exhibitors to show any
un-neutered male animal over six (6) months of age that is not recorded (registered) in the
books of record for their respective breed. (Pursuant to Sec 3.7 MRSA c .4, Paragraph 87 as
enacted) Please be prepared to confirm registration.

RULES AND REGULATIONS

Entries are open to all breeders and herdsmen.

2. Entries close at noon, July 25. Entry blanks will be forwarded on request, or made with entry biank in
premium book, but all information required must be given. Ali entries shall be forwarded to the
coordinator.

Members of the same firm or family, or from the same farm, will be regarded as one exhibitor.
Bedding will be provided.

All animals, except sheep, must be on the grounds and in their proper places on or before 12:00 noon
Saturday, July 30, 2011 and remain until noon Saturday, August 6,2011 unless notified otherwise.
Sheep must be on the grounds by noon on Sunday, July 31, 2011.

. All animals must show according to age. To compete for herd or group premiums, all animals must
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All cattle entering the grounds must meet the following health requirements of the Maine State

Department of Agriculture:

A. CATTLE: No Brucellosis or Tuberculin test is required for cattle in the state if they originate
directly from herds within the state not under quarantine.

B. GOATS: Same as cattle.

C. POULTRY: All poultry shall originate from flocks that have an official pullorum-typhoid clean
rating.

D. Domestic animals and poultry offered for show or exhibition at any fair or livestock or poultry
show, or exhibition, showing evidence of external parasites, foot rot, shipping fever, or other
diseases™, may be excluded from or ordered removed from such fair or livestock show, or
exhibition, or otherwise handled as the director of said Division of Animal Industry may direct.

E. All domestic animals and poultry originating outside the State of Maine must meet the same
requirements to show as are required for entry into the state. All animals must be accompanied
by a Certificate of Registration and registered in the name of exhibitor. No animal will be judged
unless registered in owner's name at least thirty days prior to date of show.

*Warts will be classified as an Infectious Disease.

*EXCEPTION: 4-H Club Market steers with warts may show at fairs at which they are sold
immediately for slaughter, providing they are stabled in an area satisfactory to the Commissioner
or his agent and that no other cattle shall be housed in this area until it has been cleaned and
disinfected.

No distinction made between Polled and Horned cattle. Blankets must be removed from all animals

by 12:30 PM each weekday and 10:30AM on Saturday and Sunday.

Judging will begin Tuesday, Wednesday, Thursday and Friday mornings at 12 Noon and will continue

each day until finished. Judges are instructed to award premiums on only high-grade animals of good

breeding and type. Inferior animals are not desired and shall receive no premiums.

All decisions of judges are final except on appeal. If for any reason an exhibitor wishes to make an

appeal from the decision of a judge, he must present the same to the Livestock Coordinator in writing

within five hours of the cause of the appeal with a fee of five dollars.

Exhibitors of prize winners must show animals in front of grandstand if requested.

first be entered for single premiums. No more than 2 premiums will be paid an exhibitor in any
single or group entry. An animal may enter as many classes as it is eligible according to class &
age.

Premiums and awards will be paid by the Bangor State Fair as soon after the competition as possible.
The Bangor State Fair recognizes and offers premiums on the following breeds of dairy cattle subject
to competition between two or more breeders: Ayrshire, Brown Swiss, Guernsey, Holstein, Jersey
and Milking Shorthorn.

Each exhibitor will be limited to 10 dairy cattle and/or beef cattle.
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Bangor State Fair will, under no circumstances, be liable or responsible for any losses, injuries or
damages sustained to or by any owner, their agents or employees and/or livestock entered in any
class or while participating in such class or while on the grounds. All risks of loss, injury, damage or
destruction to person, property and/or livestock are assumed in full by such owner, their agents and
employees whether caused by active or passive negligence condition of the premises or any other
reason or cause whatsoever. All owners do hereby unreservedly and without exception agree to hold
the Bangor State Fair harmless from any loss, costs or damage caused by them arising from any
occurrence in which they or their property or animals, or any of them, may be involved while on the
premises of Bangor State Fair.
Cooking and smoking are strictly prohibited in barns or under the Show Tent.
When showing livestock in the ring, it is suggested that the exhibitor and his helper wear white
clothing.
No interference with any Judges, State Veterinarian or State Official will be allowed when they are
discharging their duties. Any abusive language by the exhibitor or their attendants shall make these
exhibitors liable to be suspended from the privileges of the Bangor State Fair by the Livestock
Coordinator and forfeit all prize money.
It will be the responsibility of the breeder to check his premium winnings at the Livestock
Coordinator’s Office before his check will be made out.
